Central Kitsap School District's grading system and means of recording credits is mandated by the Washington State Legislature.
Typically, a student will earn six credits per year for passing each semester. Students earn .5 credits each semester for each
course passed. Ninth grade is considered the freshman year of high school and courses count toward graduation.




EIGHTH GRADE PROMOTION REQUIREMENTS

The following criteria apply for promotion from the 8" to the 9" grade:

1. Eighth grade students must pass eight semesters of classes including at least one semester of language
arts and one semester of math.

2. Eighth grade students not meeting criteria #1 will remain at 8" grade standing.

NINTH GRADE PROMOTION REQUIREMENTS

The following criteria apply for promotion from the 9" to the 10" grade:
1. Ninth grade students must have four or more credits including .5 English and .5 math.
2. Ninth grade students not meeting criteria #1 will remain at 9" grade standing.

Note: Credits or course work needed for promotion may be earned through summer school or other accredited
programs.

NOTE
In January 2009, the Office of Superintendent of Pu  blic Instruction introduced the
Washington Comprehensive Assessment Program (WCAP), which may include
the implementation of new assessment tests for the 2009-2010 school year. As a re-

sult, the current graduation requirements are subje ct to change.

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

Beginning with the class of 2008, the following requirements are in place to meet CKSD graduation standards:

High School and Beyond Portfolio—An educational plan of the student’s high school experience, including
planning for the year following graduation.

Culminating Project—A project that is usually completed during the senior year in an area of vocational, aca-
demic, community service, cultural, or personal interest. (Students attending full-time Running Start will be
required to complete the Culminating Project through the Alternative High School Program.)

Certificate of Academic Achievement—Passing the Washington Assessment of Student Learning (WASL) ex-
ams in the areas of Reading, Writing and Math.

Earn 22 credits—Specific credit requirements are listed on page 5.

Student Learning Plan (SLP) —All students who have failed to meet standard on their last WASL test(s), have
a GPA below 2.0 and more than 10% days absent, or are credit deficient, will have a Student Learning Plan as
required by Washington State law. SLPs include:
- WASL results,

Attendance,

Credits earned,

School strategies designed to help the student meet standards,

Recommendations for how parents can support their student’s learning at home, and

Student responsibilities for supporting their own learning.

NEW GRADUATION REQUIREMENT FOR THE CLASS OF 2013 AN D BEYOND

Three credits of high school math are required for students in the class of 2013 and beyond (previous require-
ment was 2 credits). In Central Kitsap School District, the credit requirement is earned by completing Algebra
Geometry 1, Algebra Geometry 2, and Advanced Algebra with Functions. Students, along with their parents/
guardians, may elect to take a third credit of mathematics other than Advanced Algebra with Functions based
on a career-oriented program of study. Before the student can use an alternative career-based math course to
meet the third math credit requirement, a meeting must take place that includes the student, the student’s par-
ent/guardian (or designee for the student if a parent or guardian is unavailable) and a high school counselor.
The student’s parents/guardians must agree that the alternate math course better serves the student’s educa-
tion and career goals.

College-bound students should complete a minimum of:

Math—Algebra/Geometry 1, Algebra/Geometry 2, and Advanced Algebra with Functions (four years highly
recommended) See page 6 for class of 2013 and beyond.

Science —2—3 years—1 year of Biology, Chemistry, and Physics. Courses must include lab experience.
Students graduating in 2010 and beyond: At least one of the two credits needs to be from an “algebra-
based” science course.

Note: Western Washington University specifies that the “algebra-based” science course be chemistry or physics.

Electives —Two consecutive years of the same World Language

Some smaller Universities and private colleges have different entrance requirements. For specific admission
guestions, students should consult the individual school for its freshman admissions requirements.
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Other Credit Options

JUMP START

Pursuant to RCW 28A.230.090 of the laws of Washington State, students may be eligible to receive
"Jump Start" credit for courses taken as eighth grade students, or in some cases, as seventh grade
students. These semester and full-year courses can be counted toward high school graduation re-
quirements if grade 9-12 students were enrolled in the course. While "Jump Start" credits can be
used in the state of Washington, not all states will accept these credits for their specific graduation
requirements. Jump Start courses from 8th grade MAY count toward the core course requirements
for NCAA. Parents who wish to have courses added to their child’s transcript for "Jump Start" cred-
its should obtain a form from the Counseling Office. The Jump Start courses will be listed on the
student's transcript as "JS" followed by the specific course number and title. The Jump Start grades
will affect the student's cumulative grade point average. Parents should consider carefully bringing
up any course that received a mark lower than an "A." Parents who select the option of adding
Jump Start courses to their son/daughter's high school transcript should be advised that once en-
tered, the courses and grades earned cannot be removed from the transcript.

College Credit / Acceleration Options

ADVANCED PLACEMENT COURSES

The AP Program is designed to allow students to take college-level courses while they are in high
school. These courses are taught by high school teachers who follow curriculum guides established
by college faculty through the College Board Advancement Program and take a national exam in
May.

AP grades of four and five are comparable to college grades of A, and AP grades of three are com-
pared to college grade of B.

Students who score above ‘3’ on a five-point scale are usually given college credit at colleges and
universities across the state and the country. At state institutions in Washington, students may re-
ceive as much as 15 quarter hours of credit for each score of ‘3’ or higher on an AP exam. Each
college defines what scores it accepts for credit or course placement.

In the 2009-2010 school year, Klahowya offers AP courses in the following academic areas: Biol-
ogy, Calculus, Chemistry, Physics C (Calculus Based), Statistics, English Language & Composition,
English Literature & Composition, U.S. History, World History, Government & Politics: United
States, Psychology, Studio Art, French, Japanese, and Spanish. This compares to a national aver-
age of 5.8 courses for schools participating in the program.

Expectations for academic performance, behavior, maturity and time commitments are at the college
level. Parents and students should expect more reading and homework and expect to be evaluated
as a college student. Because these classes use college textbooks and are college-level courses,
students and parents may expect some exposure to mature subject matter.

Note: Students needing financial assistance for AP materials and examination fees should
contact their AP teacher or Ms. Swanson.



Running Start

Current Washington State legislation allows high school juniors and seniors to attend their local
community college or technical school and earn high school credits and college credits at the same
time. The tuition for Running Start students is paid by the student’s high school. Students may
take any classes at the community college for which they qualify. A high school student could at-
tend the community college full time as a Running Start student, or they may become a dual student
and take classes at both KSS and the community college. Close coordination with the high school
is essential in order to be sure that community college courses meet district requirements for high
school graduation. Lab fees, books and transportation are the responsibility of the student. Contact
the student’s high school counselor for more information.

Running Start students will be required to complete the Culminating Project and the High School
and Beyond Portfolio. Please see your counselor for more information.

Tech Prep

Tech Prep is a combined secondary and post-secondary program of articulated courses allowing
high school students to begin a vocational-technical program that can lead to a two-year Associate
degree or a two-year certificate from a community college or technical school. To begin a Tech-
Prep sequence, students would enroll in high school Career and Technical Education classes desig-
nated as a Tech Prep course. In the 2009-2010 school year, articulated courses for KSS include:
Cartooning Animation, Computer Applications, Digital Tools/Keyboarding, Photography, and
Prostart | & Il. Credits are also available from the West Sound Technical Skills Center and partici-
pating community centers. Additional tech prep credit from Olympic College may be added in the
fall.

Other College Credit Opportunities

Articulation agreements have been established between certain post secondary institutions and Kla-
howya Secondary School. These agreements allow students to earn both high school and college
credit while taking courses at KSS. Please check course descriptions carefully with the instructor.

HONORS PROGRAM
Eagle Scholar Award

The Eagle Scholar Award recognizes those students who maintain high academic standards. It is
the highest academic honor (other than Valedictorian and Salutatorian) that students can earn at
Klahowya Secondary School.

Honors and Privileges
Only Eagle Scholar graduates are eligible for the following:
Participation in Eagle Scholar activities and events
Honor Medallion at graduation
Eagle Scholar recognition on commencement program

General Requirements
There are four general requirements of the Eagle Scholar Award: 1) A student must achieve at least
a 3.4 cumulative grade point average, 2) A student must take at least two semesters of Advanced
Placement (AP) course work, 3) A student must meet certain course requirements and take at least
14 semesters of classes from a list of academic electives, 4) A student must complete a self-
reflective essay to be presented at the Eagle Scholar Awards Night.
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Eagle Scholar Program—Continued

Course Requirements: English—4 credits, Visual, Fine, or Performing Arts—1 credit, Foreign Lan-
guage—2 credits, Mathematics—3 credits, Science—3 credits, and Social Studies—3 credits.

Graduate With Honors Program
The Graduate With Honors Program designation is awarded to students graduating with a cumula-
tive grade point average of 3.2 or higher. There are no specific course requirements; therefore, this
award is available to students who have pursued a program reflecting personal interests and/or tal-
ents. This award is based solely on cumulative GPA.

Scholar Honor Cord Program
The Scholar Honor Cord is awarded to students graduating with a cumulative grade point average of
3.4 or higher. There are no specific course requirements; therefore, this award is available to stu-
dents who have pursued a program reflecting personal interests and/or talents. This award is based
solely on cumulative GPA.

WASL Honors
All Sophomores will take the Washington Assessment of Student Learning (WASL) in the spring in
the areas of reading, writing, math, and science. A student who passes all four sections will receive
a certificate the following year.

Academic Letter Award
The Academic Letter Award is given to students whose cumulative GPA is 3.7 for three consecutive
semesters of high school. A KSS block letter is awarded the first year of achievement followed by a
torch each year thereafter.
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Advanced Placement (AP) Scholar Awards
Each September, through the AP Scholar Awards, the College Board recognizes high school stu-
dents who have demonstrated exemplary college-level achievement on AP exams.

AP Scholars: Granted to students who receive grades of 3 or higher on three or more AP exams on
full-year courses (or the equivalent).

AP _Scholars With Honors: Granted to students who receive an average grade of at least 3.25 on all
AP exams taken, and grades of 3 or higher on four or more of these exams on full-year courses (or
the equivalent.)

AP Scholars With Distinction: Granted to students who receive an average grade of at least 3.5 on
all AP exams taken, and grades of 3 or higher on five or more of these exams on full-year courses
(or the equivalent.)

Junior High Gifted Students

Students are identified as gifted through a district screening process. These identified students may
be clustered in 7" and 8" grade science classes and provided with acceleration and/or special project
opportunities. Humanities through In-Depth Exploration, an accelerated block for 7th and 8th graders,
is available for students who wish to enroll. Pre-AP English and Honors Physical Science are ad-
vanced level courses offered for 9th graders. In addition, mentors are available to support these stu-
dents.

College Entrance Exams

It is recommended that high school juniors take the PSAT/NMSQT during October of their junior
year. This assessment prepares students for the SAT Reasoning Test and is the qualifying test to
enter the National Merit Scholarship competitions for college scholarships. This assessment is held
on-site at Klahowya.

Additionally, high school juniors should also take either the SAT or ACT college admissions tests
between November and June. Registration materials for both exams are available in the SSC.

The SAT measures developed reasoning skills important to college success. Because courses and
grading standards vary widely from school to school, scores on the SAT, along with other school cri-
teria, help colleges predict a student’s ability to succeed. More information regarding the SAT can

The ACT is a national college admission examination that consists of subject area tests in English,

math, reading, and science. ACT results are accepted by virtually all U.S. colleges and universities.

No NCAA school or program may allow an athlete to
be on scholarship or to play in any inter-collegiate
contest during his/her freshman year in college
unless they have been declared eligible by the Eligi-
bility Center.

CORE CURRICULUM

The NCAA Initial Eligibility Center will have all of the
approved core curriculum courses from each high
school on file. A copy of the approved core courses
will also be on file in the Counseling Office at your

high school.

Your core curriculum must follow the guidelines set
forth by the NCAA. Depending on your grade point
average in the core curriculum classes, you will need
to receive a corresponding score on the SAT or ACT
college entrance exam. That sliding scale is detailed

below.

Make an appointment with your high school coun-
selor to review your transcripts and current class
schedule.

Review your school's Approved Core Courses
(available on the NCAA website) to understand
which courses can be used to meet the NCAA
core curriculum requirements.

Before the end of your junior year, take the SAT
and/or ACT exams. Exam scores must be sent to
the NCAA Eligibility Center directly from the test
agency. Use the NCAA code, 9999, when regis-
tering for the SAT or ACT.

At the end of your junior year or the beginning of
your senior year, register with the NCAA Eligibility
Center by going online to the NCAA website:
www.ncaaclearinghouse.org. Click on
“Prospective Student Athlete”, then click on
“Registration Form for U.S. Students”; follow the
directions to register. A $60.00 fee is charged to
register which may be paid with a check or credit
card. (See your counselor if you are a low income
student.)

When you register, be sure to download the tran-
script release forms (2) and bring them to your
school registrar.

If you have attended schools outside the Central
Kitsap School District in grades 9-12, you must
send each school a NCAA Eligibility Center form.
You must also request that they send a copy of
your transcript to the Eligibility Center.

If you make schedule changes your senior year,
be sure that the new courses will meet the core
course requirements.

At the end of your senior year, the registrar will
send your final transcript to the Eligibility Center.
Remember, it is your responsibility to request a
final transcript be sent to the college you will be
attending.

Running Start students should check with their
counselor for eligibility information.

HIGH SCHOOL CORE SUBJECT REQUIREMENTS & COLLEGE
ACADEMIC DISTRIBUTION REQUIREMENTS (CADR)

The following criteria provide guidelines for admission to Washington’s public baccalaureate institutions.
Meeting minimum requirements does not ensure admission to a particular institution. Some requirements may
be waived under certain circumstances.

To be eligible for admissions consideration, students must, at minimum, complete the following CADR'’s (or
vocational, integrated, or college course equivalents*) before enrolling. Students are encouraged to pursue
additional coursework beyond these minimums.

*Washington’s public baccalaureate institutions value and support schools engaged in educational restructur-
ing and welcome applications from students attending such schools.

ENGLISH

Four years of study are required, at least three of which must be in composition and literature. One of the four
years may be satisfied by courses such as drama as literature, public speaking, debate, journalistic writing,
Business English, or English as a Second Language (ESL). English courses taken in foreign countries are
considered ESL, except those taken in Australia, Canada, Ireland, New Zealand, and the United Kingdom.
Courses that are generally not acceptable include those identified as remedial or developmental reading, re-
medial English, basic English skills, review English, yearbook/annual, newspaper staff, acting, and library.

MATHEMATICS

A minimum of three credits in high school mathematics is required for college. Students should begin working
towards earning these credits no later than ninth grade but they may start as early as eighth grade. These
credits must be awarded in Algebra Geometry 1, Algebra Geometry 2, and Advanced Algebra with Functions,
or higher level math courses.

Beginning with the Class of 2012, one credit of quantitative coursework must be taken during the senior year.
This can be met by taking Advanced Algebra with Functions (if it has not already been taken), an upper level
math course such as Precalculus, AP Statistics, or higher, an appropriate CTE course, or an algebra-based
science course (chemistry or physics).

SOCIAL STUDIES

Three years of study are required in history or in any of the social sciences, e.g., anthropology, economics,
contemporary world problems, geography, political science, government, psychology, and sociology. Courses
in student government, leadership, community service, consumer economics, or other activity courses will not
count toward the requirement.

SCIENCE

For students graduating in 2010 and beyond: Two credits of laboratory science will be required for entrance
into any of Washington’s public universities. At least one of the two credits needs to be from an “algebra-
based” science course. Students planning or considering a science major are strongly encouraged to com-
plete at least three years of science.

Note: Western Washington University specifies that the “algebra-based” science course be chemistry or phys-
ics.
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FOREIGN LANGUAGE

Two years of study are required. The two years must be in a single foreign language and must be in se-
guence. Any world, foreign or Native American language that has been formally studied may be used to sat-
isfy this requirement, including American Sign Language (ASL), and languages no longer spoken, such as
Latin and ancient Greek. However, computer “languages” or forms of signing, other than ASL, are not ac-
cepted for this requirement. A foreign language course taken in the eighth grade may satisfy one year of the
requirement if the second-year course is completed in high school.

Note: If you take two quarters of foreign language in community college or university to complete this require-
ment, please be aware that most universities will require you to take the third quarter of the language to satisfy
their general education requirements.

Note: The Foreign Language admission requirement will be considered satisfied for students from non-
English-speaking countries who entered the United States educational system in the eighth grade or later.

FINE, VISUAL AND PERFORMING ARTS

One year of study is required in the fine, visual, or performing arts or an additional year in any of the CADR
areas defined above. The fine, visual, or performing arts include art appreciation, band, ceramics, choir,
dance, dramatic performance and production, drawing, fiber arts, graphic arts, metal design, music apprecia-
tion, music theory, orchestra, painting, photography, print making and sculpture. Courses generally not ac-
ceptable include drafting, architecture, color guard, creative writing, fashion design, interior design, sewing
and woodworking. The UW and WWU further specify that one-half year of this requirement must be in the
fine, visual or performing arts; the other half-year may be either in the arts or in an academic elective.

COMMITMENT TO DIVERSITY

Washington’s six public baccalaureate institutions offer a variety of academic, financial, cultural, and personal
support services to interested students. Each institution is committed to enrolling a diverse student body and
considers a variety of factors in the application review.

STUDENTS WITH DISABILITIES

Each institution is committed to making physical facilities and instructional programs accessible to students
with disabilities. Students with disabilities are encouraged to make direct contact with disabled student ser-
vices on each campus to discuss available services.

WASHINGTON RESIDENCY

For financially independent students to be classified as residents, one or both parents or legal guardians must
claim the student as a dependent, and one must be a resident of the state for at least one year before the
quarter for which the student is intending to enroll.

Students who are financially independent must establish a permanent residence in Washington for at least
twelve consecutive months before the quarter of application, establish all ties with Washington upon moving
here (obtain Washington driver’s license, register to vote, and other means), be financially independent of par-
ents for the current and previous calendar years, and cannot be claimed as a dependent. They must also
show that they have earned income sufficient to cover at least 51% of the non-resident cost of attendance at
the University for the current and previous calendar year. Applicants whose residency status is unclear will be
asked to submit documentation.
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SPECIAL EDUCATION PROGRAM OPTIONS

Program options in Central Kitsap School District are based on the individual needs of each stu-
dent. The locations of these programs may vary from year to year depending on the student popu-
lation and availability of space. The IEP team determines placement based on evaluation informa-
tion. If a district-level placement is required, the Special Education Director decides the location of
placement.

Central Kitsap School District programs for students with disabilities are designed to fulfill the spirit
and intent of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA). Whenever possible, students
attend their home schools. However, the School District offers a continuum of placement options.
To meet this need, district-level special education classes are available for students with moderate
or severe disabilities at the elementary, junior high and senior high school levels. The emphasis of
these programs at the younger ages is on academic and other fundamental skill development. For
secondary students, the focus is on functional academic, daily living, community access and voca-
tional skills as determined by the student’s Individual Transition Plan.

JUNIOR HIGH AND HIGH SCHOOL

Resource Room - Students spend a portion of the school day receiving intensive specially designed
instruction in basic skills (reading, math, language, social/emotional) in order to help them gain ac-
cess to the general education curriculum. Students may also be enrolled in special education con-
tent area classes in which the curriculum is being presented at the student’s instructional level.

Inclusion Services - Students receive specially designed instruction while in a general education
classroom. This may be provided by:

Special Education Teacher consulting with the General Education Teacher.

Special Education Instructional Assistants supporting students with disabilities within the
general education classroom, as supervised by the Special Education Teacher.

General Education Teacher with progress on the student’s goals and objectives monitored
by the Special Education Teacher.

Other_Special Education Services Either direct, related or supplementary services that are pro-
vided by District Psychologists, Speech Language Pathologists, Occupational/Physical Therapists,
Vision Specialists, Audiologists, and other service providers.

District Level Program - Students spend all of their day receiving specially designed instruction in a
smaller group setting with similar peers. Students may spend a portion of their day in a general
education setting with typically developing peers as determined by IEP goals and objectives.

Deaf/Hard of Hearing Program - A regional program for grades 7-12 children who are deaf or hard
of hearing. Services are offered to neighboring school districts who may have eligible children on a
contractual basis. This program is located at Klahowya Secondary School.
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ART

AR7030 Advanced Placement Studio Art 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1
Fee: $20.00 Required Materials: sketchbook, any size

Prerequisite: successful completion of one of the following: Drawing, Painting, Pottery, Crafts

The Advanced Placement Studio Art program is developed by a committee of high school teachers
and college faculty. It is designed to challenge art students at a collegiate level, providing them
with the opportunity to create a professional art portfolio. The AP Studio Art program prepares stu-
dents for three different AP Exams. Depending on the individual, students may choose to com-
plete a Drawing Portfolio, a 2-D Design Portfolio, or a 3-D Design Portfolio. In May, students will
have the option of submitting their portfolio to be evaluated by the AP Examining Board (cost is
approximately $85). Within each portfolio, students will explore mixed media and advanced tech-
nigues and will need to complete 24 original works of art. This will require hard work and dedica-
tion, not only in the classroom, but outside of it as well. A field trip to Seattle Art Museum will take
place early in the year and is a requirement for this class. If students desire to use materials not
provided in the classroom, they will be expected to purchase them.

AR7022 Advanced Pottery 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5
Fee: $20.00 Required Materials: sketchbook, any size

Prerequisite: successful completion of Pottery

This course will offer studio experience in wheel-thrown pottery and hand-building forms. Students
will explore sculptural, functional and aesthetic potential of clay as an art form. Students will use
surface decorating and glazing techniques. Personal self-expression will be emphasized through-
out.

AR7012 Crafts 1 Semester
Grades: 8-12 Credit: .5
Fee: $10.00

Students will create contemporary 2 and 3-dimensional works of art in this class. There will be an
emphasis on individual self-expression as students explore a variety of artistic experiences from
around the world. Projects will include: origami, paper making, book making, printing, fibers, bas-
ketry, cultural crafts, and paper mache’. The philosophy and history of each craft will be explored.

AR7013 Drawing 1 Semester
Grades: 8-12 Credit: .5
Fee: $10.00 Required Materials: sketchbook, any size

Designed as an introductory course, students will expand their ability to comprehend and apply the
elements and principles of design. Emphasis is placed on two-dimensional composition, self-
expression, visual communication, and exploration of various drawing media and techniques. In
addition, students will study significant examples of artwork from past and present. Art competi-
tions and challenging projects will be made available for intermediate to advanced students.
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AR7014 Painting 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5
Fee: $10.00

Prerequisite: Drawing

This course is designed to give students the opportunity to create two-dimensional works using the
elements and principles of design. Emphasis will be on learning to combine drawing techniques
with paint media. Painting techniques, composition and color theory will be introduced and devel-
oped. Major artists past and present will be studied. Art competitions and challenging projects will
be made available for intermediate to advanced students.

AR7015 Pottery 1 Semester
Grades: 8-12 Credit: .5
Fee: $10.00

This course is designed to teach students how to use basic tools to create clay projects. Students
will learn various hand-building methods such as pinch, coil, slab, sculpture, as well as techniques
in combining methods. An introduction to the potter's wheel will also be available. Students will
explore surface decorating and glazing techniques in combining methods.
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ENGLISH

ENGLISH

EN8505 Advanced Placement English Language and Comp _ osition 1 Year
Grades: 11-12 Credit: 1

AP English Language and Composition is designed for students interested in studying rhetoric and
language usage. Course work will be college level and students may choose to take the spring AP
exam for college credit. The class will emphasize rhetorical analysis of primarily prose selections,
particularly essays, letters and speeches, and argumentation and research. Some literary texts will
be included drawing from our rich American heritage. Writing practice and requirements will be rigor-
ous and class discussion/debate will be essential to each student’s success. Because the work is
college-level, the materials read will be appropria  te for that maturity level.

EN8500 Advanced Placement English Literature and Co  mposition 1 Year
Grades: 11-12 Credit: 1

This class is designed for students with an interest in literature who want to do college-level work
during high school. The class will examine literary techniques used in the major genres. Students
will read novels, short stories, dramatic works and poetry. There will be a special emphasis on
imaginative literature and in-class writing assignments to prepare students for the AP Literature and
Composition Exam. The readings will be challenging and the writing will be more demanding and
frequent than other senior classes. Participation in class discussions is required. Because the
work is college-level, the materials read will be a  ppropriate for that maturity level.

EN8449 American Literature |/ |l 1 Year
Grades: 11 Credit: 1

This is an interdisciplinary course in which students will study the historical and literary movements
of the United States. The emphasis will be on the development of literary analysis and acquisition of
skills and knowledge regarding American history, literature, and culture. Students will be expected
to write a minimum of two major papers in this class.

EN8448 American Literature | 1 Semester
Grades: 12 Credit: .5

This is an interdisciplinary course in which students will study the historical and literary movements
of the United States from 1865 to the present. The emphasis will be on the development of literary
analysis and acquisition of skills and knowledge regarding American history, literature, and culture.
Students will be expected to write a minimum of two major papers in this class.

LA8800 American Studies: Language / Literature /U .S. History 1 Year
Grades: 8 Required (two hour block class)

This two hour block emphasizes the Essential Learnings for 8" grade in reading, writing, listening
and speaking. Language Arts, including study of literature and writing, and the major issues in U.S.
History will be learned through individual and group projects.

EN8417 College Writing / Research 1 Semester
Grades: 11-12 Credit: .5

This course will prepare students for successfully meeting the challenge of writing college papers.
Participants should expect to write a variety of papers with an emphasis on writing and revising. The
outcomes for this course are to become proficient in the writing process, to be part of a team assist-
ing one another in that process and to acquire the skills necessary to tackle college level assign-
ments in a variety of content areas.
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EN8411 Contemporary Literature 1 Semester
Grades: 11-12 Credit: .5

Contemporary Literature is a self-paced survey class of teacher-suggested but student-chosen liter-
ary works from the 20th and 21st centuries. Students will read, analyze, and interpret a variety of
genres and authors, as well as develop a variety of writing, research, and presentation skills. This
course is highly recommended to improve critical reading skills.

EN8439 Creative Writing 1 Semester
Grades: 10-12 Credit: .5

This class will explore the literary genre, with an emphasis on short stories, poetry and drama. Stu-
dents will be expected to write creative works, keep a portfolio of those works and to read master
authors in each genre.

EN8200 English 9 1 Year
Grades: 9 Required Credit: 1

Essential learnings in reading, writing, listening and speaking will be presented through work with
short stories, novels, speeches and research projects. Emphasis will be placed on written and oral
communication skills.

EN8711 English Literature 1 Semester
Grades: 11-12 Credit: .5

English Literature is a survey of writing and ideas of English and Commonwealth writers from the
Anglo-Saxon beginning to the modern time. Students will be introduced to the major movements of
western culture through epics, poems, essays, short stories ad novels of Great Britain. Students will
be expected to write a minimum of two major papers in this course.
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EN8310 Honors Sophomore English 1 Year
Grades: 10 Credit: 1

This class can be taken in lieu of Sophomore English, EN8300 (p. 19). Honors Sophomore English
will prepare students for future and current AP courses. Students will study world literature with an
emphasis on literary criticism and analysis.

LA8250 Humanities 1 Year
Grades: 7 Required (two hour block class)

The Humanities block is designed to allow students to see the relationships among different sub-
jects. The block blends literature study, reading skills, geographical studies and study skills with
work divided among the subjects.

EN8612 Intro to Journalism 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1

In this survey of journalism class, students will learn to write clearly, concisely and with accuracy by
conducting interviews and research. The students will also learn about the first amendment and
how to intelligently discuss current events. They will also study the role of the press, written and
electronic, in the operation of our society.
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EN8602 Journalism 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

Journalism is a full-year class that teaches the basics of journalistic writing and newspaper produc-
tion. Students will learn to utilize effective news gathering methods to produce all types of newspa-
per stories for the student newspaper, the Screaming Eagle. As a newspaper staff, the students will
learn to make editorial decisions that comply with professional, legal and ethical journalism stan-
dards. Students will gain a working knowledge of the business needs, design, and advertising of a
real newspaper, using manual techniques and computer programs. Prior knowledge and experience
with word processing and/or graphic design is helpful.

LA8124 Poetry 1 Semester
Grades: 11-12 Credit: .5

This course will focus on answering the questions: What is poetry (both in historical context and
now)? How do we best analyze and evaluate poetry? Students will read a variety of forms of poetry
from many poets, spanning an array of cultures and of literary periods. Students will examine and
discuss both the art and craft of creating poetry.

EN8206 Pre-Advanced Placement English 9 (Honors) 1 Year
Grades: 9 Credit: 1

This class can be taken in lieu of English 9, EN8200. Pre-AP English 9 is a yearlong course de-
signed to prepare highly capable and motivated students for Advanced Placement English. The
goal of this course is to ensure student success in the District Essential Learnings for reading, writ-
ing, speaking and listening. To accomplish this, students will work on the following areas: (1) read
works from five literary genres, concentrating on developing skills of literary analysis; (2) improve
their clarity in written and oral communication; (3) focus on PSAT/SAT vocabulary development; (4)
hone their research skills, using traditional as well as Internet/multimedia sources; and (5) improve
problem solving skills.

LA0101 Reading 7 1 Semester
Grades: 7 Credit: .5

In this course, students will refine content area reading skills. Using primarily non-fiction literature,
students will develop stronger reading comprehension strategies. Through text analysis and prac-
tice with text-based reading techniques, students will become confident in their ability to understand
what they read, as well as confident in their ability to respond to reading WASL items with accuracy.

EN8614 Science and Technical Writing 1 Semester
Grades: 11-12 Credit: .5

Science and Technical Writing will offer students the opportunity to write in several different modes
in various technical and science-based areas. Writing will include technical articles, science reports,
instructional manuals, memaos, letters, summaries, and other genres. This course will also focus on
mastery of vocabulary associated with various technical and scientific areas.

EN8451 Shakespeare 1 Semester
Grades: 11-12 Credit: .5

This course will offer the opportunity to study various works of the Bard through reading a selection
of plays and discussing them in class. The course will provide an examination of Shakespeare's
time and the difference between renaissance and twentieth century attitudes. The reading is difficult
and intense, but not lengthy.
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EN8300 Sophomore English 1 Year
Grades: 10 Required Credit: 1

Sophomore English is the required English class for sophomores and will cover the essential learn-
ings in reading, writing, listening and speaking, emphasizing the development of communication
skills and individual and group performance. The study of literature will include a wide variety of
works that contribute to an understanding of our common culture and the culture of others, and that
reflect the universal themes that unite all cultures. Selections include traditional and contemporary
works, young adult literature, and multi-ethnic/multi-cultural literature. The study of language will
involve both the description of language and its role in communication and the construction of mean-

ing.

EN8438 Speech / Oral Interpretation 1 Semester
Grades: 8-12 Credit: .5

After completing this course, the student will be confident and skillful speaking before an audience.
The student will learn how to prepare and deliver a variety of effective, interesting speeches
(including oral interpretation of literature). The course will also develop effective listening skills and
the ability to work effectively as a member of a group.

EN8414 Theatre Arts | 1 Semester
Grades: 8-12 Credit: .5

This course follows the Washington state secondary theatre arts learning requirements in the arts.
Students will analyze and interpret character development, plot, design, and theme in scripted
works. The students will refine and extend characterization techniques through voice and move-
ment. Independently, students will create an original performance which facilitates the completion of
required state arts assessment. Students are required to analyze an arts presentation.
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EN8415 Theatre Arts Il 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

Prerequisite: successful completion of Theatre Arts | or permission from the instructor

This course follows the Washington state secondary theatre arts learning requirements in the arts.
Each student will write, audition and produce an original work. Students will prepare, memorize and
perform a monologue which facilitates the completion of the required state assessment. Students
will reflect and evaluate on their original monologue character and performance. Students are re-
quired to analyze multiple arts presentations.

Note: Theatre Arts | and Il will satisfy an English graduation requirement, but
may not satisfy four year college entrance requirements for English. Students
should check university core course requirements for admission information.

EN8555 World Literature 1 Semester
Grades: 11-12 Credit: .5

World Literature will provide a survey of poems, stories, plays and novels from around the world.
Works of celebrated authors from Africa, Europe, the Far East, Latin America and North America will
acquaint the students with literary diversity and similarities among human beings.
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HEALTH AND FITNESS

PE2305 Advanced Weight Training 1 Semester
Grades: 10-12 Credit: .5

Prerequisite: Weight Training

This course is designed for students who have taken an introductory weight training course and are
looking for the opportunity to build upon knowledge and skills learned. Students will expand their
knowledge of various training regimens, cardiovascular fitness, as well as develop a more complete
understanding of the strength building process.

V06135 Cooking and Conditioning 1 Semester
Grades: 10-12 Credit: .5

Students will have the opportunity for personal fitness and nutrition education and practice. The
Physical Education component will include cardiovascular fitness, lifetime activities and strength
training. This fitness education will be complemented by classroom time preparing and cooking
healthy meals, altering recipes for health, controlling weight, managing time and stress, and building
self-esteem. Occupational, elective or P.E. credit available.

PE 2421 Cross Training 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

This course is appropriate for athletes, students who have successfully completed the Strength and
Weight Training class or students who have experience in Olympic weight lifting. This course em-
phasizes strength, speed and power using Olympic style lifts with skill development in explosive, re-
active and quickness movement drills. Activities develop athletic skill levels and focus on skill-
related fitness.

PE2201 Health 9 1 Semester
Grades: 9 Required Credit: .5

Health 9 will focus on physical and mental health. Areas of study will include nutrition and healthy
life styles, decision making and self-esteem, tobacco, alcohol and other drugs, sexuality and AIDS
education. Activities will include class discussion, problem solving, audiovisuals and guest speak-
ers.

PE2408 Innovative Fithess 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

Innovative Fitness is designed for students who are interested in developing an in-depth understand-
ing of the principles of fithess and putting those principles into practice to maintain or improve
cardio-respiratory endurance, muscle strength/endurance, flexibility and body composition. Innova-
tive Fitness provides students a variety of physical activities to improve their cardio-respiratory en-
durance (aerobics, jogging, power-walking), flexibility (yoga, Pilates, relaxation), muscle strength/
endurance (weight training, circuit training, stability and medicine ball workouts) and nutrition as it
relates to movement for a life time.
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PE2301 Intro to Fithess 1 Semester
Grades: 10 Required Credit: .5

Students are required to complete this class as one of the two high school physical education credits
required for graduation. A portion of the class will be spent in the classroom studying aspects of fit-
ness, the importance of proper nutrition and stress management techniques relative to maintaining a
healthy life style. Students will create a personal fitness plan. Emphasis will be placed on activities
that promote cardiovascular fitness. An individualized body composition test will be made available
to those students who so desire.

PE2411 Net Sports 1 Semester
Grades: 10-12 Credit: .5

Students will participate in fitness activities and net sports such as badminton, pickle ball, tennis and
volleyball. Other sports may be included as time, weather and facility allows.

PE2000 Physical Education 7 1 Semester
Grades: 7 Required Credit: .5

This is a course of basic physical education in which fitness will be emphasized. Units may include
badminton, basketball, dance, flag football, floor hockey, gymnastics, pickleball, soccer, softball, ta-
ble tennis, tennis, track & field, volleyball and an assortment of recreational sports. Units will be de-
termined by time of year and facilities available. Fitness, skill development and knowledge of the
five fitness components will be stressed.

PE2100 Physical Education 8 1 Semester
Grades: 8 Required

This is a course of basic physical education in which fitness will be emphasized. Units may include
badminton, basketball, dance, flag football, floor hockey, gymnastics, pickleball, soccer, softball, ta-
ble tennis, tennis, track & field, volleyball and an assortment of recreational sports. Units will be de-
termined by time of year and facilities available. Fitness, skill development and knowledge of the
five fitness components will be stressed.

PE2200 Physical Education 9 1 Semester
Grades: 9 Required Credit: .5

Students are required to complete this class as one of the two high school physical education credits
required for graduation. Aspects of fitness, the importance of proper nutrition and stress manage-
ment techniques relative to maintaining a healthy life style will be studied in this class. Emphasis will
be placed on activities that promote cardiovascular fitness, flexibility, muscular strength and endur-
ance. PE 9 will teach physical exercise as a technique for stress management and maintenance of
a healthy life style.

PE2412 Recreation 1 Semester
Grades: 10-12 Credit: .5
Recreation is designed to enhance recreational opportunities and interest in many of the following
activities: hiking, orienting, golf, badminton, bowling, softball, volleyball, biking, boat safety and oth-
ers as time, weather and the facilities will allow.

PE2401 Strength and Weight Training 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

This class is designed to improve overall body fithess. Muscular strength, flexibility and cardiovas-
cular fitness will be stressed. Students will train with weights, participate in fitness activities and
complete classroom work. Students will also gain an understanding of the major muscle groups,
muscular action and joint function.
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MATH

MATH

With mathematics becoming increasingly important in virtually all facets of life, those students who
have a solid background in high school mathematics have a considerable advantage both in college
and in the job market over those who do not. Many apprenticeship programs and technical schools
require basic algebra and geometry skills for entrance, and all Washington public four-year colleges
and universities require that entering freshmen have had a minimum of one year of geometry and
two years of algebra in high school. Over 70% of all college majors require at least one calculus
course in college, and over 80% require at least one statistics course. Precalculus, Precalculus and
Discrete Mathematics (PDM), AP Calculus, and AP Statistics are courses which provide a broad ba-
sis of understanding for those students who will encounter mathematical topics in their college pro-
grams. Students who take these courses will have many more opportunities and a much greater
chance of success after high school. Even if a student does not ultimately use the specific material
learned in mathematics classes, the logical habits of mind and problem solving skills developed in
those classes will provide lifelong benefits.

NOTE ABOUT CALCULATORS:

Many learning activities in all mathematics classes require the use of calculators, particularly activi-
ties involving exploration of new topics and problem solving. Scientific calculators such as the
Texas Instruments TI-30 are satisfactory for Algebraic Thinking 1 & 2, but graphing calculators are
necessary for Advanced Algebra with Functions, Precalculus, PDM, AP Calculus, and AP Statistics.
The model required for AP Statistics and strongly recommended for Advanced Algebra with Func-
tions, Precalculus, PDM, and AP Calculus is the Texas Instruments TI-83, TI-83+, or T184+.

There is a $2.00 course fee for all math classes.

MA1620 Advanced Algebra with Functions 1 Year

Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1
Prerequisite: Satisfactory completion of Algebra/Geometry 2

Students who have completed this course will have extended their mathematical understanding in all
areas. They will be able to recognize and represent functional relationships using multiple represen-
tations. Students will be able to: make connections between various mathematical disciplines as
well as to real world contexts, perform computations with rational humbers raised to positive and
negative rational exponents, make conjectures model situations, draw conclusions and provide sup-
porting evidence using geometric, algebraic and statistical procedures, solve linear, quadratic, expo-
nential, logarithmic, and trigonometric functions, factor quadratics and simple polynomial expres-
sions. They will be able to apply trigonometric properties to solve problems involving angles and
circles and will be aware of basic geometric and algebraic properties of conic sections. This course
is required for students wishing to attend a two or four year college. The successful student will con-
tinue their math studies in a precalculus series course. A TI83 or TI84 graphing calculator is re-
quired for this course.
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MA1506 Advanced Placement Calculus 1 Year
Grades: 11-12 Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Satisfactory completion of Pre-Calculus and Discrete Mathematics

This course covers the standard topics of first year college calculus, such as series and sequences,
optimization, differentiation and integration of polynomials, exponential functions, exponential and
logarithmic functions, rational functions, and trigonometric functions. The course emphasizes prob-
lem solving through many applications of calculus concepts to biological sciences, physical sciences,
and economics. Students are required to have a graphing calculator for this course (TI-83 or TI-83+
recommended).

MA1507 Advanced Placement Statistics 1 Year
Grades: 11-12 Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Satisfactory completion of Precalculus. This course may be taken concurrently with
Precalculus and Discrete Mathematics (PDM) or AP Calculus

This course covers the content included in a typical introductory college course in statistics. The top-
ics in the course are divided into four major themes: describing data, planning a study, probability,
and statistical inference. This course is an excellent choice for college bound students, regardless of
their prospective majors, but will be especially valuable to those intending to major in the social or
biological sciences. Because their statistical capabilities are used extensively in this course, a Texas
Instruments TI-83 or TI-83+ graphing calculator is required.

MA1600 Algebraic Thinking 1 1 Year
Grades: 7

In this course, students will complete their development of the rational number system with the inclu-
sion of negative decimals and fractions. They will become fluent in all operations on non-negative
rational numbers and proficiency with addition and subtraction of all rational numbers. Students will
understand proportional reasoning and similarity and use these concepts to solve problems. They
will locate points in any of the four quadrants on a grid and translate linear relationships in table,
graph and equation forms. Students will extend their understanding of probability into multiple
events. Algebraic sense also develops as students solve two-step equations in one variable. Stu-
dents who successfully complete this program may take Algebraic Thinking 2 or Algebra/Geometry 1
the following year.

MA1601 Algebraic Thinking 2 1 Year
Grades: 7-8

Upon completion, students will be proficient in computation with all rational numbers and use propor-
tions to solve a variety of problems. They will understand the concept of derived units of measure.
Students will understand the concept of distance and the relationship between distance and the Py-
thagorean Theorem. They will be able to recognize three-dimensional shapes represented in two
dimensional drawings and apply transformations to geometric shapes in the coordinate plane. Stu-
dents will be able to find probability of compound events and analyze bivariate data sets. They will
also understand recursive forms of linear and exponential relationships and solve two-step equa-
tions and inequalities. Students who have successfully completed Algebraic Thinking 2 should take
Algebra/Geometry 1 the following year.
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MA1615 Algebra/Geometry 1 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1

Algebra/Geometry 1 is the first year of a two-year program required for high school graduation.
These two years of mathematics lay the foundation for further mathematics learning as well as entry
into the work force. During these two years, students will become proficient with all forms of rational
numbers, unit conversion, and gain familiarity with univariate and bivariate data. Students will rec-
ognize and apply multiple transformations and find area, volume, slope and distances on the coordi-
nate grid. They will use theorems to reason logically and problem solve, apply the properties of two
and three dimensional figures and understand the relationship between length, area and volume.
Students will analyze statistical arguments for accuracy and bias and become proficient at applying
both linear and exponential models and will begin to use quadratic models; they will solve multi-step
equations and systems of equations. A TI83 or TI84 graphing calculator is required for this
course.

This course is required for students wishing to attend a two or four year college. The successful stu-
dent will continue to Algebra/Geometry 2 to complete the sequence.

MA1616 Algebra/Geometry 2 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Algebra/Geometry 1

Algebra/Geometry 2 is the second year of a two year program. These two years of mathematics lay
the foundation for further mathematics as well as entry into the work force. During these two years,
students will become proficient with all forms of rational numbers, unit conversion, and gain familiar-
ity with univariate and bivariate data. They will recognize and apply multiple transformations and
find area, volume, slope and distances on the coordinate grid, use theorems to reason logically and
problem solve. Students will apply the properties of two and three dimensional figures, understand
the relationship between length, area and volume, analyze statistical arguments for accuracy and
bias. They will become proficient at applying both linear and exponential models and will begin to
use quadratic models; they will solve multi-step equations and systems of equations. A TI83 or TI84
graphing calculator is required for this course.

This course is required for students wishing to attend a two or four year college. The successful stu-
dent will continue to Advanced Algebra with Functions.

MA1505 Precalculus 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Advanced Algebra with Functions

Precalculus will build on content from Advanced Algebra with Functions and prepare students for a
successful AP Calculus experience. Precalculus is a college level mathematics course. Student per-
formance standards will be aligned with calculus readiness standards and will also address the Col-
lege Board Precalculus Standards. The course will emphasize the nature of functions, families of
functions (including trigonometric, polynomial, rational, exponential, and log functions), the applica-
tion of trig identities, complex numbers, and operations on polynomial, radical, and rational expres-
sions. Students are required to have a graphing calculator for this course (TI-83 or TI-83+ recom-
mended).

Students who successfully complete Precalculus prior to their senior year will be prepared for a suc-
cessful AP Calculus experience the following year. Students who complete Precalculus in their sen-
ior year have a high probability of being placed into a college level math course at both two and four-
year colleges or universities.
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MA1504 Pre-Calculus and Discrete Mathematics (PDM) 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Precalculus

This course is recommended for college-bound students. It provides an exceptionally broad founda-
tion for college level mathematics, including calculus, computer science, and mathematics courses
for business majors and majors in the physical sciences and engineering. Precalculus topics include
analyses of many types of functions, manipulation of algebraic expressions and solution of equa-
tions and inequalities, and analytic geometry. The discrete mathematics portion includes many top-
ics that are important for computer science, such as logic, recursion, and graph theory. The course
also includes a substantial introduction to the basic concepts of differential and integral calculus.
This class is for students who are interested in preparing themselves well for the whole range of col-
lege mathematics, but who do not need to obtain credit for college level mathematics while still in
high school. Students are required to have a graphing calculator for this course (TI-83 or TI-83+
recommended). Sophomores and Juniors who complete this course should expect to take AP Cal-
culus or AP Statistics the following year.
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MUSIC—BAND

MU3005 Advanced Band 1 Year
Grades: 9 Credit: 1

Advanced Band is designed for experienced brass and woodwind players in 9" grade. The empha-
sis of Advanced Band will be placed on rehearsal and performance of contemporary and classic
band literature. Participation at festivals, contests, concerts, bas ketball games and fall/spring
marching band is required of all members.

MU3000 Band 7 1 Year
Grades: 7

This course is for students who have prior experience playing a band instrument. The course will
focus on instrumental music reading and comprehension skills including study of rhythm and time
signature, key signature (12 major scales), accidentals, tonguing and slurring, phrasing and dynam-
ics. The band will perform 3-4 concerts per school year. Regular practice outside of class is re-
quired.

MU3221 Instrumental Jazz Ensemble 1 Year
Grades: 8-12 This is a zero hour class. Credit: 1

Instrumental Jazz Ensemble students will study, rehearse and perform music in the jazz idiom. This
is a performance-oriented class with many out-of-school performances. Participation in festivals,
contests, and concerts is required of all members. There is a limited number of spaces avalil-
able in this group due to its instrumentation. Members of this group must also be enrolled in a music
class during the regular school day.

MU3004 Intermediate Band 1 Year
Grades: 8

This course is designed for 8" grade students who have successfully completed Band 7. Students
will work for mastery of the basic instrumental music skills developed in 7" grade band, including
mastery of the 12 major scales with arpeggio. The band plays 3-4 concerts and a band festival each
year. Regular practice outside of class is required.

MU3006 Percussion Ensemble 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1

Percussion Ensemble will focus on the literature and techniques unique to the percussion performer.
During football season and spring parade season, the percussion ensemble will double as the per-
cussion section of the Eagles Marching Band. Participation at festivals, contests, concerts, bas -
ketball games and fall/spring marching band is requ ired of all members.
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MU3003 Symphonic Band 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

Symphonic Band is designed for experienced brass and woodwind players in grades 10-12. The
emphasis of Symphonic Band will be placed on rehearsal and performance of contemporary and
classic band literature. Participation at festivals, contests, concerts, bas ketball games and fall/
spring marching band is required of all members.

MU3225 Wind Ensemble 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

Wind Ensemble is an advanced performing group comprised of brass and woodwind students se-
lected by audition. Emphasis will be placed on rehearsal and performance of contemporary and
classic band literature. Participation at festivals, contests, concerts, bas ketball games and fall/
spring marching band is required of all members.

MUSIC—VOCAL

MU3224 Advanced High School Choir 1 Year
Grades: 10-12
Fee: $10.00 Credit: 1

This performance class is for older students with singing experience. The choir will study advanced
choral literature and perform at concerts, contests and festivals throughout the school year. Partici-
pants should have good concepts of tone production, music reading and good attendance. Partici-
pation at all performances is required.
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MU3022 Advanced Junior High Choir 1 Year
Grades: 8-9 Credit: 1

Students in this class will develop skills in vocal music and music theory. The class will perform at
concerts and choral contests. Students registering for this class must have a genuine desire to im-
prove their singing voice. Participation at all performances is required.

MU3234 Vocal Jazz Ensemble 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 This is a zero hour class Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Audition

Vocalists will study all styles of the jazz idiom, including swing, bebop and ballads. The vocal jazz
ensemble will perform frequently outside of school time. Singers with outside-of-school time commit-
ments should maintain flexible schedules. Members of this group must also be enrolled in a music
class during the regular school day.
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SCIENCE

SCIENCE

There is a $5.00 minimum course fee for all science classes.

SC5506 Advanced Placement Biology 1 Year
Grades: 11-12 Credit: 1
Lab Fee: $10

Prerequisite: Successful completion of biology and/or chemistry is recommended or
instructor permission.

The AP Biology course is designed to be the equivalent of an introductory college course. A college
text (which students purchase) and labs are used during this class. Students may take an Advanced
Placement exam at the end of the year in order to qualify for college credit. The curriculum includes
ecological relationships, cells, genetics, evolution, classification, plant and animal anatomy and
physiology, and molecular biology. In addition, the course aims to provide students with the concep-
tual framework, factual knowledge, and analytical skills necessary to deal critically with the rapidly
changing science of biology.

SC5410 Advanced Placement Chemistry 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1
Lab Fee: $10

Prerequisite: Successful completion or concurrent enroliment in Precalculus or instructor permission

AP Chemistry is the equivalent of a first-year college Chemistry course. Students may take an Ad-
vanced Placement exam at the end of the year in order to qualify for college credit. Course topics
include stoichiometry; properties of gases, liquids, solids, and solutions; chemical equilibrium;
chemical thermodynamics; atomic and molecular structure; chemical kinetics; periodic properties,
nuclear properties; and descriptive chemistry of the elements, including some organic chemistry.
This course requires continual study, good note-taking skills, and excellent math skills.

SC5513 Advanced Placement Physics C (Calculus Based ) 1 Year
Grades: 11-12 Credit: 1

Prerequisites: Concurrent enrollment in PDM or AP Calculus. You may enroll in this course if your
Precalculus instructor grants permission.

AP Physics C is a calculus based course designed to be the equivalent of an introductory college
level course in physics topics. Students may take an Advanced Placement exam at the end of the
year in order to qualify for college credit. The AP Physics C course covers mechanics, Newton’'s
Laws of Motion, work, energy, and power. During the second semester, primary emphasis is on
classical electricity and magnetism. Greater depth of topic coverage and mathematical sophistica-
tion distinguishes this course from AP Physics B.

SC5554 Anatomy-Physioloqgy 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1
Lab Fee: $20

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Biology is suggested

This course will cover structure and function of the human body, systems of the body (skeletal, mus-
cular, digestive, endocrine, reproductive, excretory, etc.) and pathological conditions. Use of skele-
tons, models and dissections will be used for Anatomy. Physiology lab work will include blood pres-
sure determinations and microbiology techniques. A college text is used.
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SC5300 Biology 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

This is a year-long laboratory course. Topics include classification of living things, living systems,
molecular heredity, human biology, life processes, biological evolution and evolutionary principles,
and the interdependence of life. Recommendations for future studies include chemistry and life sci-
ence electives such as botany or marine science.

SC5400 Chemistry 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

Chemistry involves the study of the relationship between the structure and properties of matter.
Changes in energy and matter are investigated through problem solving and laboratory experimen-
tation. The study of chemistry is essential to the understanding of other science disciplines and pro-
vides background for careers in many vocations. This course provides a gateway to the study of
many upper level physical and biological classes.

SC5526 Earth Science 1 Year
Grades: 8

Earth Science is a full-year course. It should be taken by Grade 8 students who have had Life Sci-
ence. This course provides students with a strong foundation in physical, chemical, geological, and
astronomical sciences. Topics of study include properties of rocks and soils, composition of the
Earth, and characteristics of the solar system. Students will also study weather and climate along
with how these and other processes shape the Earth. A continued focus on Inquiry (scientific proc-
ess) and its relation to human problems will also be included. Students should expect to take Physi-
cal Science upon completion of this course.

SC5502 Environmental Science 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

This course will cover environmental issues such as water quality, air pollution, waste management,
land use and ecology. This is a lab and project oriented course.

SC5002 Geology 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Physical Science

This hands on lab-based course explores topics such as mineral and rock identification, composition
and formation. The mechanics of plate tectonics, volcanoes and earthquakes are studied as well in
order to complete a mountain building project. Coastal, stream and glacial geology are studied as a
basis for the final project in Washington State Geology
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SCIENCE

SC5527 Honors Physical Science 1 Year
Grades: 9 Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Completion of Biology or Science 7 suggested

This is a year long course for Grade 9 students. This course is geared for the student who wishes to
take Advanced Placement science courses in high school years. In addition to the topics covered in
Physical Science (SC5200), students will be involved with more sophisticated mathematical and
analytic work with data. The honors science student will study beginning chemistry concepts. Topics
include properties of electrons, as they apply to valence and bonding, the mole, gas laws, and acids/
bases/pH. Further examination of physics concepts, such as projectile motion, will also be covered.
Like physical science, the process of inquiry and its application to solving human problems will be
emphasized.

SC5525 Life Science 1 Year
Grades: 7

Life Science is a year-long introduction to biology. The course is designed for Grade 7 students.
The goal of this course is to develop scientifically literate students who have the fundamental knowl-
edge and skills for success in future science courses. Units covered include ecology, genetics, the
human body, classification, evolution, and health. The scientific method (Inquiry) and its application
to human problems will also be emphasized. Earth Science should be taken following this course.

SC5006 Marine Science 1 Semester
Grades: 8-12 Credit: .5

Prerequisite: Completion of Biology or Science 7 suggested

Marine Science is an advanced life-science course that studies the marine biota in general, as well
as specific life types that exist in the local marine environment. The course will explore various plant
and animal groups, plankton, algae, marine invertebrates, fish groups and marine mammals. Lec-
tures are supplemented with laboratory exercises, audiovisual materials and field trips to study the
various ecological and anatomical functions of different organisms.

SC5200 Physical Science 1 Year
Grades: 9 Required Credit: 1

This full year course is intended for Grade 9 students. Physical Science focuses on a basic under-
standing of the principles associated with chemistry and physics. Major topics of study will include
motion, forces, waves, energy, and the structure of matter. Emphasis will also be placed on the con-
tinuing development of student understanding of the Inquiry process (scientific methods) and its ap-
plication to solving human problems.

SC5501 Physics 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Completion of Advanced Algebra with Functions or concurrent enrollment is suggested

This course will include elements of all other sciences as physics is the fundamental science. Top-
ics will include kinematics, Newton's Law of Motion, momentum, rotation, electricity, magnetism,
waves and optics and modern physics. Each of theses areas will be explored in detail with empha-
sis on the underlying principles and theories involved. Students will complete laboratory work, most
of which will require mature mathematical reasoning. This course is highly recommended to any
student considering a science-related field of study upon graduation from high school.
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SC6264 Principles of Technology 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Algebra/Geometry | or Math Applications is suggested.

This course is designed to introduce students to the properties of physics in a lab oriented environ-
ment. Students will work cooperatively to study mechanical, fluid, electrical, and thermal systems.
This course is for students who are interested in engineering, technical careers, or occupations such
as machine operation, welding, carpentry, plumbing, electrical contracting, and the medical fields.
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SOCIAL STUDIES

SS9522 Advanced Placement Government & Politics: U nited States 1 Year
Grades: 11-12 Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Successful completion of U.S. History or AP U.S. History

The course is designed to provide students with analytic skills and factual knowledge necessary to
understand the politics of the United States. Students will examine the general theories of govern-
ment, the constitutional framework and principles, political beliefs and behaviors, political parties and
interest groups, the institutions of government, public policy, and civil rights and liberties. Addition-
ally, this course will challenge students to assess and evaluate government materials, their rele-
vance to a given interpretive problem, their reliability, and their importance. The course will provide
a learning experience equivalent to two semesters of introductory college courses. Emphasis will be
placed on developing critical thinking skills necessary to pass the AP examinations and to clearly
and persuasively communicate in writing.

S59630 Advanced Placement Psychology 1 Year
Grades: 12 Credit: 1

The AP Psychology course is designed to introduce students to the systematic and scientific study
of the behavior and mental processes of human beings and other animals. Students will be ex-
posed to the psychological facts, principles, and phenomena associated with each of the major sub-
fields within psychology. They will also learn about the ethics and methods psychologists use in
their science and practice. Emphasis will be placed on developing critical thinking skills necessary
to pass the AP examination.

SS59401 Advanced Placement U.S. History 1Yea r
Grades: 11-12 Credit: 1

Advanced Placement U.S. History is designed to present a strong academic challenge. AP U.S.
History provides an integrated examination of American culture. Students will study political, eco-
nomic, social and literary history. Emphasis will be placed on preparation to pass the AP examina-
tion. Students will demonstrate higher order critical thinking skills in addition to the acquisition of
knowledge about American history and literary development. A major component of the course will
be the development of writing, reading, and critical thinking skills including techniques for the re-
search and production of college-type papers. This course can be taken in lieu of U.S. History,
SS9400.
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SOCIAL STUDIES

SS9320 Advanced Placement World History 1Ye ar
Grades: 11-12 Credit: 1

Advanced Placement World History is a college level class which is based on a course that is part of
the College Board’'s Advanced Placement progrxam. The course will prepare students to take the
Advanced Placement World History exam in early May. It is a survey course that covers the time
period 8000 BCE to the present. As the focus of the course is truly global history, coverage of Euro-
pean history will not exceed 30% of the total materials covered. The purpose of the course is to de-
velop greater understanding of five specific themes throughout history: 1) interaction between hu-
mans and the environment; 2) development and interaction of cultures; 3) state-building, expansion,
and conflict; 4) creation, expansion, and interaction of economic systems; 5) development and trans-
formation of social structures.

LA8800 American Studies: Social Studies 8 1 Year
Grades: 8 Required (two hour block class)

This 8th grade American Studies class combines U.S. History with Language Arts in a 2-hour time
block with strong integration of both subjects. Language Arts and Social Studies Essential Learn-
ings will be emphasized through individual and group projects.

SS9502 Contemporary Issues 1 Semester
Grades: 12 Credit: .5

This course will examine many of the contemporary issues and problems that confront society today.
Some of the topics examined in this course will include civil rights and racism, education, criminal
justice, sexism, media, wealth and poverty, the relationship between government and the people
being governed and violence in society. In addition, students will explore issues of foreign policy
and international issues of concern.

LA8250 Humanities 1 Year
Grades: 7 Required (two hour block class)

The Humanities block is designed to allow students to see the relationships among different sub-
jects. The block blends literature study, reading skills, geographical studies and study skills with
work divided among the subjects.

SS9506 Psycholoqy 1 Semester
Grades: 12 Credit: .5

This course offers a detailed examination of human behavior, development and social interaction.
Topics examined in this course will include biological connection to behavior, consciousness, cogni-
tive processes, emotions, personality, behavior disorders, mental health issues, the sleep/dream
process and memory. The course will also explore culture, society and their collective influence on
behavior.
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SS9400 U.S. History 1 Year wn
Grades: 11 Required Credit: 1 HN@)

O
This class will cover the history of the U.S. from its discovery to the present. Particular events and j_>
trends of importance will be emphasized and students can expect to finish the class with a broad i
knowledge of U.S. history. wn
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SS59200 Washington State History 1Semest er [
Grades: 9 Required Credit: .5 m

This course will focus on the geographic, political, economic and historical aspects of the state of
Washington. This course is designed to meet the state requirement for one semester of Washington
State History and Government. Students will explore the different regions of our state with emphasis
on present political and social developments. This class requires several cooperative lessons/
projects.

SS9300 World History 1 Year
Grades: 10 Required Credit: 1

This course will survey major developments in world history. After considering aspects of prehistoric
life and the rise of ancient civilizations of Europe and Asia, the course will examine the Middle Ages
and the Age of Discovery. Attention will be given to modern world problems and historical implica-
tions. Major attention will be directed toward historical knowledge, vocabulary development, reading
skills, and geographical concepts. The course is designed to prepare students for United States
History by its concentration on antecedents to the colonization of the United States.
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WORLD LANGUAGE

Two years of study of the same world language is required for admission to most four-year colleges
or universities directly after high school. At least one of those years must be completed during high
school. Additional years of study are recommended by most schools. Success in world language
depends in large part on a student having a strong background in English grammar and writing.

FL4030 French | 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1

Students will learn basic skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing, and will become ac-
guainted with the countries, customs and people of the Francophone world through teacher presen-
tation, class discussions, reading, films, videos, slides, speakers, and individual projects.

FL4031 French I 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1

This course will review and expand the skills acquired in first year French, with additional emphasis
on reading, writing and vocabulary. Additional demands put on students to listen to and speak
French and to achieve novice-high or low-intermediate fluency. Students will continue their ac-
guaintance with the French-speaking world through teacher presentations, reading, class discus-
sions, films, videos, slides, speakers, and individual projects with emphasis on cultural competence.

FL4032 French Il 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

French lll is an in-depth study and review of grammar and expansion of basic skills learned in levels
one and two with emphasis on student proficiency in oral and written expression. Students are ex-
pected to use French in the classroom. More exposure to aural/oral aspects of French will be pro-
vided through films, videos, cassettes, speakers and presentation in French.

FL4040 Japanese | 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1

A brief survey of Japanese history and how it affects contemporary Japanese culture will be in-
cluded in this course. Students will study basic Japanese conversation and culture with an empha-
sis on communication skills. Reading and writing Japanese characters, Hiragana, Katakana and
limited Kanji, will be emphasized. This course includes an acquaintance with the Japanese people
and their lifestyle/culture; specifically the aspects of "groupism" and "heteronomy."

FL4041 Japanese |l 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1

This course offers expanded development of communication skills. Reading and writing Hiragana,
Katakana and a minimum of 100 Kanjis and the system of Kanji radicals will be covered. Japanese
Il continues familiarization of the Japanese lifestyle and culture.
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FL4042 Japanese Il 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

Japanese Il will review basic listening, speaking, reading and writing skills. More Kanjis will be in-
troduced. Some of the writing will involve usage of a Japanese word processor. Students will ex-
pand vocabulary with an emphasis on using the language in everyday communication.

FL4043 Japanese IV 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

Japanese 1V is a non-traditional course designed to meet the individual needs of the student. Stu-
dents will enhance their language skills through oral conversation and reports. Students should be
able to engage in conversation using multiple levels of politeness. Reading and writing will also be
emphasized.

FL4010 Spanish | 1 Year
Grades: 9-12
Fee: $2.50 Credit: 1

Students will learn basic linguistic skills of listening comprehension, speaking, reading and writing.
They will also become familiar with the countries, customs and people of the Spanish-speaking
world through various cultural materials. Emphasis at this level is on oral and reading competency.

FL4011 Spanish I 1 Year
Grades: 9-12
Fee: $2.50 Credit: 1

Students will review and expand upon first year Spanish skills with continued exposure to the people
and lands of the Hispanic World. Participation in the National Spanish Exam is recommended.

FL4012 Spanish I 1 Year
Grades: 10-12
Fee: $2.50 Credit: 1

This is a class review of the basic skills taught in the first two levels of Spanish geared toward a
greater student proficiency in written and oral expression. Students will be expected to use Spanish
in the classroom and are encouraged to use it outside the classroom as well. Pen pals and partici-

pation in the National Spanish Exam are encouraged.

FL4013 Spanish 1V 1 Year
Grades: 11-12

Fee: $2.50 Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Summer work will be required

This course will emphasize advanced reading, writing, listening and speaking skills and will involve
in-depth research projects and activities. Students will create a thesis project using multimedia
technology. A variety of texts will be used in this class.
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FL4034 Advanced Placement French
FL4033 French IV 1 Year
Grades: 11-12 Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Successful completion of third year French or equivalent.

This course will provide a continuation of in-depth study and review of grammar and oral proficiency
improvement. A survey of French literature and history including study of poetry, short stories, es-
says, novels, plays, and current periodicals will be presented. Emphasis will be placed on listening
to native speakers and using authentic materials to discuss current topics in French. At this level,
students are encouraged to seek out home-stay programs in France or study programs in Franco-
phone countries. Students are expected to communicate in French.

FL4045 Advanced Placement Japanese 1 Year
Grades: 11-12 Credit: 1

This course is consistent with the beginning of a third year college level Japanese course. Course
will focus on reading a variety of materials, writing compositions in Kanji, speaking impromptu for
one minute duration and comprehending the details of spoken announcements, bulletins or conver-
sations. This course will typically be taken as a fourth or fifth year of high school Japanese. Per-
formance on an end-of-year AP exam may enable student to earn college credit.

FL4015 Advanced Placement Spanish 1 Year
Grades: 11-12
Fee: $2.50 Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Successful completion of third year Spanish or equivalent.

This course is designed to be a springboard to competency in Spanish. At the end of the course,
the student will be ready to continue his/her studies either in the university or abroad in a Spanish
speaking country. Foreign exchange experiences are encouraged both before and/or after the class
is taken. The linguistic structures studied in the previous levels will be reviewed and any remaining
structures will be learned. The material will be more complex and detailed than in previous levels,
with emphasis on both high frequency items and irregularities. The goal for this course is that stu-
dents will know the language functions and will practice their use until they are competent users of
the language. Expectations are that the students will be willing to communicate in Spanish and ex-
pand their knowledge base of cultural topics.

V06142 American Sign Language |, Il and Il 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1

This course may satisfy foreign language requirements for university entrance. See page 43 for
course descriptions.
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BUSINESS AND TECHNOLOGY

These classes are offered to students who have the technology and business skills to compete in the
global job market and want to prove to future employers that they have the comprehensive skills neces-
sary to accomplish tasks in an effective and efficient manner. These business courses satisfy occu-
pational or elective credit requirements.

V06014 Accounting | 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1

This course will focus on the financial language of business. It will present the essential skills by using
automated software needed for planning, keeping, analyzing, and interpreting financial records for busi-
ness organizations. Students will gain practical experience through the use of computers, software, and
business simulations.

EL6034 Advanced Media Communications 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5
Fee: $5.00

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Media Communications

Students will improve and extend the skills learned in Media Communications by doing independent pro-
jects for the school and thematic vignettes for public service announcements or special events. Ad-
vanced features of video, computer, and script writing, storyboard construction and editing will also be
included. Students may need to devote additional time outside of class to successfully complete the
class requirements.

V06002 Business Education School-to-Work Transition (B.E.S.T.) - Classroom 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

Students will assist classroom instructors in the following clerical tasks: word processing, correcting pa-
pers, making copies, filing, answering the phone, entering data, and running errands. Students will be
required to attend seminars on such topics as effective communication, telephone techniques, confidenti-
ality, and work place etiquette. Good attendance is critical to success in this course.

V06032 Business Education School-to-Work Transition (B.E.S.T.) - Office 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

Students will provide support to staff in the Attendance Office, Student Service Center, Career Center, or
Main Office. Students will gain practical experience by working alongside office support staff and main-
taining professionalism in an office environment. Students will be required to attend seminars on such
topics as effective communication, telephone techniques, confidentiality, and work place etiquette. Good
attendance is critical to success in this course.

VO6006 Business Law 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

Students will become familiar with the history of law, civil, and criminal legal procedures. Major top-
ics will include contracts, legal services, landlord/tenant rights, credit card issues, the court system,
family relations, wills, and consumer protection. Case studies, guest speakers, and legal text will be
utilized in this course.

VO6026 Computer Applications | 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

Students will learn the basics of Microsoft Office software applications which include: Word, Excel,
PowerPoint, Publisher, and Access. Students will also work with file management, file extension
identification, use of peripherals, and receive an introduction to graphic editors and HTML. Students
may choose to take the Microsoft Office Specialist (MOS) exam, a nationally recognized certification
exam.

V06008 Cooperative Office Education Work Experience 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Must be enrolled in another Business Education class

Students will be employed in a paid position performing entry-level clerical/secretarial tasks. Em-
ployment positions are in the local business community and schools. Students will work for a mini-
mum of 360 hours with activities and grades determined by the teacher and employer.

VO6080 Digital Tools / Keyboarding 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

Students will use the latest digital technology to prepare for the future. Students will review basic
touch-typing skills, build speed and accuracy on the keyboard, format letters, reports, and tables us-
ing Microsoft Word. Students will be introduced to voice and handwriting recognition software, cre-
ate multimedia presentations using PowerPoint, use scanners and digital cameras, create and ma-
nipulate spreadsheets using Excel and databases using Access, and become familiar with the basic
concepts of file management and web design. Upon completion of this course, students will be en-
couraged to take computer applications

EL6033 Media Communications 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5
Lab Fee: $5.00

This course is designed to acquaint students with the tools, techniques, and terminology of elec-
tronic media integrating production and editing. Students will gain “hands on” experience in plan-
ning, organizing, filming, editing, and integrating the computer components in video production and
computer multimedia. This course will also address live-to-tape studio production. The course will
explore career options available in the field of multimedia.
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FAMILY AND CONSUMER SCIENCE

Family and Consumer Sciences has roots in both academic and career education and easily
reaches beyond the education system into the community as it focuses on the needs of individuals
and families. FACS can provide the bridges needed to deal with many major societal issues. All
Family & Consumer Science courses satisfy occupatio nal or elective credit requirements.

V06140 American Sign Language | 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1

This is a beginning course in American Sign Language (ASL), the unique, complex, visual language
of the deaf. This is a “hands-on” class in which students will learn to express themselves and un-
derstand others in sign language conversations. Students will work individually and in groups on
projects to develop facial expressions, body language, and sign vocabulary. This course will pro-
vide insight into deaf cultural values, deaf attitudes, and the deaf community. It will emphasize vo-
cabulary development and historical aspects of the language. At the end of this course, students
will have a conversational knowledge of American Sign Language. Community/technical college
credits may be earned through this class.

V06141 American Sign Language |l 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1

American Sign Language Il is a continuing course in American Sign Language (ASL), in which stu-
dents will develop their skills in expressing themselves and understanding others in sign language
conversations. Students will work individually and in groups on projects to develop facial expres-
sions, body language, and sign vocabulary. This course will provide insights into deaf cultural val-
ues, deaf attitudes and the deaf community. This course will emphasize vocabulary development
and historical aspects of the language. At the end of this course, students will have a more ad-
vanced conversational knowledge of American Sign Language. Community/technical college cred-
its may be earned through this class.

V06142 American Sign Language Il 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1

VO6111 Child Psychology 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

How do children grow and develop? How can creating optimum social, emaotional, physical, and in-
tellectual environments enhance a child’s quality of life? Students will explore children’s behaviors,
growing minds, bodies, and personalities and the importance of the family unit. They will also re-
search popular and sound theories concerning the developing child from conception through age
five. Students will investigate discipline practices, child abuse issues and ways to assist growth
through positive parenting practices. This is an excellent course for careers in early childhood edu-
cation, teaching, recreation, law enforcement and medicine. *Tech Prep college credit may be
earned through this class.

V06120 Childhood Education Practicum 1 Se mester
Grades: 10-12 Independent Study Credit: .5

Students will work independently with children at a local elementary school. Personal transportation
will be required. Students will be required to keep a daily log/journal and complete independent pro-
jects. This course serves as a Teen Mentor Program for students who have time in their schedule to
work with a student at an elementary site four days a week.

V06135 Cooking and Conditioning 1 Semest er
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

Students will have the opportunity for personal fitness and nutrition education and practice. The
Physical Education component will include cardiovascular fitness, lifetime activities and strength
training. This fitness education will be complemented by classroom time preparing and cooking
healthy meals, altering recipes for health, controlling weight, managing time and stress, and building
self-esteem.

VO6117 Interior Design 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

Fee: Course expense dependent on project choices

Students will learn about beautiful and functional living environments using space planning, color
theory, and the principles and elements of design. They will create unique living spaces, investigate
furnishings, accessories and gain historical perspective on furniture and architectural styles. Stu-
dents will conclude the course with a project rich in ideas and annotations of good design from the
past to the present. They will also integrate knowledge, skills, and practices required for careers in
housing, interiors, and furnishings. NOTE: Although this course will also satisfy a Central Kitsap
School District fine arts education graduation requirement, it may not meet a fine arts credit for
Washington Public Universities.

VO6116 Food Science 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

Students will learn culinary skills and techniques in a lab and sample food prepared individually and
as a team. They will learn to cook while focusing on nutrition and time management in a kitchen
setting, practice culinary techniques and equipment use, learn to read labels, understand nutritional
values in foods and develop money saving ideas. Students may obtain a Washington State Food
Handlers Permit. The course is designed to prepare students to enter the workforce or to transition
to advanced education and training in order to enter technical/professional positions in industry.
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VO6118 Money Management 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

Students will prepare to live on their own and manage their money. Four areas of money will be
considered: acquiring, spending, saving, and investing. Students will learn about spending plans,
banking services, investments, and using credit wisely. Students will understand payroll deductions,
income taxation, consumer protection, apartment renting, insurance, student loans, and their first big
purchase - an automobile. Students will apply and refine their math skills in real life simulations re-
lated to individual and family resources.

VO6150 Pro-Start | 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

Prerequisite: One exploratory course in Family and Consumer Science

Pro-Start is a year-long course preparing students for restaurant and food service careers, including
high paying management positions. The practical curriculum will impart real world skills and food
service concepts and will be combined with a possible paid work-site internship opportunity. Stu-
dents will utilize community mentors from the Washington Restaurant Association to explore various
career aspects. Standards for the following will be introduced to students: customer relations, ac-
counting, food cost controls, and marketing. This course is the first in a possible two-year program.

V06152 Pro-Start 1l 1 Year
Grades: 11-12 Credit: 1
Additional credit for work experience: 1

Prerequisite: Pro-Start |

Pro-Start Il is a year-long course which will prepare students for restaurant and food services ca-
reers. This course will include preparation for high paying management positions. This practical
curriculum will impart real world skills and food service concepts and is combined with possible pay-
ing worksite internships. This course will lead to full certification from the National Restaurant Asso-
ciation. Topics presented as reflected in national standards will include: food service history, lodg-
ing, menus, tourism, customers and accounting. Skills in food preparation include: potatoes and
grains, desserts and baked goods, marketing and menus, meat, poultry, seafood, soups, stocks and
sauces. In order to earn additional credit for work experience, 202 hours in an after school intern-
ship must be completed.

V06115 Relationships 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

Student will learn more about self, friends, and the other gender. They will enhance communication
skills in both personal and professional settings. Students will receive training and skills in non-
violent conflict management and examine important dating issues. Students will investigate mar-
riage, the family cycle, grief and loss, addictions, and much more. This course will examine roles
and responsibilities in family, work, and community settings.
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MARKETING EDUCATION

The primary goal of the Marketing program is to develop an interest and understanding of the world
of work whether students plan to enter college after high school, enroll in a training program or enter
the world of work. Entry level classes focus on an understanding of business, human relations,
teamwork, and leadership. Advanced courses focus on placing students in paying jobs within the
community and developing related skills in a chosen retail field.

Students taking courses in Marketing Education prepare themselves for work throughout the retail
industry. This includes department stores, theaters and various industries including apparel and
fashion, banking and credit, grocery business, restaurant and recreation, automotive sales and parts
industries, transportation and travel markets. All Marketing Education courses satisfy
occupational or elective credit requirements.

VO6175 Career Choices 1 Semester
Grades: 11 (2" sem) or 12 (1% sem) Credit: .5

Students are required to complete this course to fu Ifill the Culminating Project and High
School and Beyond requirements for graduation . The purpose of this course is to provide stu-
dents the opportunity to identify their strengths and interests and then apply these to their plans for
after high school. This course is also designed to teach students how to apply and interview for jobs
and other related situations; including the admissions process for the school they plan to attend for
education/training in their chosen career. Students will develop a personal statement, letter of appli-
cation, resume, fill out job applications and assess their skills as related to the employment world.
They will be able to identify the sources of potential jobs and the importance of their positive atti-
tudes in a work situation. Work experience is available through this course.

V06340 E-Commerce 1 Semester
Grades: 10-12 Credit: .5

Students will learn about the impact of the internet on the business and marketing fields, develop
and understand the concepts of E-commerce, and have the opportunity to practice and use the mar-
keting techniques needed for buying and selling goods/services and ideas. Work experience is
available through this course.

VO6312 Introduction to Business 1 Semest __er
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

This course teaches the fundamentals of the business world. The following topics will be intro-
duced: types of businesses in our economic system, how products get from the producer to the con-
sumer, the human needs in our economic system, and the buying, selling, advertising, market re-
search, and functions of marketing. Students will have the opportunity to learn the basics of busi-
ness that will assist them in getting their first job. Work experience credit is available through this
course.

VO6316 Manage Your Own Business 1 Semest _er
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

This course will provide students with basic elements needed to start their own business. Students
will learn to demonstrate knowledge in ownership, decision making, business principles, business
operations, and leadership skills. Students will also develop a business plan with the intentions of
owning their own business. Work experience credit is available through this course.
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V06305 Marketing and Retailing Training Work Experi  ence 1 Semester—1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: .5—1

Credit will be granted to working students who complete on-the-job training in the retailing field. Stu-
dents will earn .5 credit per 180 hours worked. Students must be enrolled in another marketing
class, be 16 years old, and able to provide their own transportation to and from work. Strict atten-
dance is stressed along with following directions, getting along with employers and employees, and
being responsible. The teacher will assist students in finding retail work in the business community.

V06310 Marketing on the Mall 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Completion of Store Management suggested

This course provides students with an advanced understanding business ownership. Students will
develop knowledge of location, promotion, customer service, business operations, and leadership in
the mall business setting. Students will have the opportunity to make management decisions by or-
dering products, stocking shelves, promoting products, operating cash registers, and taking part in
store security. Work experience credit is available through this course.

V06302 Store Management 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Completion of Store Operations suggested

Store Management is an advanced marketing class designed for those students who have success-
fully completed one year of store operations. Students will be provided the opportunity to learn busi-
ness management through academic learning and hands on management. Students will serve as
members of the Management Decision Making Team, guiding their peers and implementing opera-
tional procedures. Students taking this course are expected to take a leadership role in the many
community activities the marketing class participates in. They will also be active members of the Dis-
tributive Education Clubs of America (DECA). As managers, there will be after school meetings to
facilitate the decision making process. Each manager will be responsible for a project and the direc-
tion of others. Each manager will also prepare a written manual for the course and DECA programs.
Work experience credit is available in conjunction with this course.

VO6301 Store Operations 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1

This class will provide students with a strong understanding of retail operations in business by work-
ing hands-on in the student store. Students will demonstrate knowledge of merchandising by select-
ing products to be sold through marketing research and by working daily in the store and at the es-
presso machine. Students will also learn inventory management, customer service skills, cash reg-
ister skills, and business leadership styles. This class is a yearlong commitment. The students may
be involved in the local Distributive Education Clubs of America (DECA) chapter. Work experience
credit is available in conjunction with this course.

SPORTS MEDICINE

Sports Medicine courses enable the student to actively participate in many facets of the medical pro-
fession. Students will receive first aid/CPR training, a background in anatomy and physiology, will
study rehabilitation and nutrition and will have the opportunity to observe and participate in clinical
experiences ranging from the school training room to physician offices in order to better help them
decide on a career pathway. All Sports Medicine courses satisfy occupational or elective
credit requirements.
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V02417 Advanced Sports Medicine 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 (1 credit in class, 1 credit out of class - after school hours ) Credit: 2

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Sports Medicine

#
VO6004 Introduction to Sports Medici ne 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

This is an introductory class in Sports Medicine. This course will cover beginning concepts in Sports
Medicine, general structures and functions of the human body, and medical career paths. Students
will have the opportunity to become CPR-First Aid certified and gain hands-on experience in taping,
wrapping, and splinting.

V02425 Introduction to Health Professions 1 Semeste  r
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

This course will offer students an opportunity to learn more about health related professions. This
class will help students plan a course of study in desired careers by learning about personal qualities
and educational requirements for various medical professions. Students will gain an understanding
of basic health concepts familiar to all medical careers such as anatomy, physiology, First Aid and
CPR. The general structure and function of the human body will be studied along with the psychol-
ogy of injury, illness and care. Students will have the opportunity to research health related profes-
sions of their choice. This class will also offer professional medical speakers from many areas rang-
ing from general medicine to physical therapy, veterinary medicine, and dentistry. Students will
learn how to assess vital signs, take a history, and have the opportunity to become certified in First
Aid and CPR.

V02402 Sports Medicine 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 (1 credit in class, 1 credit out of class - after school hours ) Credit: 2

This course offers students the opportunity to learn about sports medicine. Students will gain an
understanding of basic health concepts familiar to all medical careers such as anatomy, physiology,
first aid and CPR. The structure and functions of the human body will be studied along with the psy-
chology of injury, illness, and care. This course will offer students an opportunity to integrate sci-
ence, physical skill, clinical experience, and job readiness skills. This course will study the structure
and function of human anatomy, physiology, and kinesiology. The main topics of study include rec-
ognition of injury, prevention of injury, treatment, injury assessment, evaluation of injury, rehabilita-
tion, emergency care, nutrition, first aid, and CPR. Students will learn how to assess vital signs,
take a medical history and much more. Lab work in athletic training skills will consist of evaluations,
taping, wrapping, splinting, emergency procedures, and dealing with special injury/illness conditions.
Students will also have an opportunity to become certified in first aid and CPR.
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TRADE & INDUSTRIAL EDUCATION

The Trade and Industrial Program at Klahowya Secondary School offers students the opportunity to
explore today's ever-changing careers in such areas as computer-aided design, manufacturing,
graphic arts design and computers. All Trade and Industrial courses satisfy occupation al or
elective credit requirements.

V06249 Advanced Computer-Assisted Drafting (CAD) 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Computer-Assisted Drafting Technology (CAD)

This class is an advanced course with an emphasis on application of advanced computer com-
mands to produce computer-generated drawings including 3-dimensional and solid models. Stu-
dents will concentrate on occupational skills such as creating menus, programs, slide shows, and
animations. Advanced projects may include the use of 3D manufacturing equipment.

VO6038 Advanced Computer Maintenance 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Computer Maintenance H
This course is designed to prepare students for hands-on repair and advanced system or custom |
server builds. Students will work independently to solve complex hardware and simple software —
problems that may occur. Students who are looking for well paying jobs after high school or follow- g
ing an IT hardware track will benefit from this class.

V06221 Advanced Metals 1 Year
Grades: 10-12 Credit: 1
Fee: $10.00

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Advanced Manufacturing Technology

This third year advanced course is designed to help students develop metal-trades skills while work-
ing on more advanced, individual and group projects. Students will learn to cut and join metal using
gas torch, arc, and wire-feed welding equipment and expand their knowledge and skills operating
milling machines and the metal lathe. Projects will include repairing broken metal parts on all types
of machinery, equipment, cars, furniture, boats and other structures.
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VO7040 Advanced Photography 1 Semester
Grades: 10-12 Credit: .5

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Photography

This course will give students the opportunity to develop their skills to an advanced level beyond the first
photography course. Students will concentrate on building a portfolio of work based on the elements of
design and explore the digital single lens reflex camera. *This course is also available for fine arts

credit.
VO7010 Cartooning Animation 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1

Students will learn the basics of animating using interactive animation software. Students start with
simple animations, create online interactive video games, and then spend time learning cartooning
animation. At the semester students start into the world of 3-dimensional modeling. Students cre-
ate storyboards to plan animations, import music and sounds and learn simple action scripting
(programming). *This course is also available for fine arts credit. *Tech Prep college credit may be
earned through this class.

V06248 Computer-Assisted Drafting (CAD) 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1

Computer-Assisted Drafting Technology is a year-long, project-oriented class. In the first semester,
students will learn industry level drafting, using state-of-the-art computer drafting equipment. Topics
will include 2-dimensional drafting as well as solid models, architectural design, and animation ba-
sics. Many students leaving this program have found employment in the field. Any student consider-
ing a career in engineering, construction, architecture, or computer graphics should consider this
course a must.

V06480 Cisco Academy |
V06481 Cisco Academy I 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1

The Cisco Academy is designed to prepare students in the designing, configuring, and maintaining
of network control systems, wide area networks, and the internet. Students will learn all aspects
from configuring network cards and software to programming routers and switches on the internet
backbone. The course is designed to lead students to the Cisco Certified Network Associate
(CCNA) certification. The curriculum combines individual lesson plan study with hands-on class-
room lab activities. Note: This course is articulated with the CISCO Regional Academy through
Bates Technical College and Olympic College. *Tech Prep college credit may be earned through
this class.
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V06250 Introduction to Graphics 1 Year
Grades: 9-12 Credit: 1

This course will introduce students to the various facets of the graphics arts industry in a hands-on
digital environment. Students will learn basic skills in graphic design, font selection, desktop pub-
lishing, sign production, thermal transfer (screen printing) applications, and photography. The array
of individual and team-oriented projects will include logo design and application, creation of promo-
tional materials and publication layouts, as well as assignments involving print production and bind-
ery equipment. Students will use computer software such as Freehand, Flash, Photoshop, and Avid
Camera to prepare graphics, animations, and videos to develop a portfolio. In addition, students will
shoot digital and 35mm photos, scan, manipulate and place a variety of imagery, all while gaining
presentation and critical analysis skills, understanding of the elements and principles of design, and
solid portfolio entries. All techniques learned are currently in high demand in today’s job market.
*This course is also available for fine arts credit.

V06508 Introduction to Manufacturing Technology

V06237 Manufacturing Technology 1 Year
Grades: 8—12 Credit: 1
Fee: $10.00

Manufacturing Technology will involve the assembly of industrial products using wood, metal, or
plastic. Using industrial tools, students will design and construct a variety of products. In many in-
stances, students will use computer assisted drafting (CAD)/computer assisted machining (CAM)
machinery as well as robotic units. Successful completion of this course will insure the basic skills
necessary for entry into occupations such as the manufacture of airplanes, ships, and a multitude of
other high tech products.

VO7030 Photography 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

Whether students are novices at photography or fairly experienced with taking shots using film, this
course will help them to take great shots with a digital camera. Students will learn to use and share
those images in print and electronically; by e-mail and on the web. Image transfer, editing and ad-
justment will be covered as well as managing their image collection. Photo imaging software (Adobe
Photoshop) will be introduced and an exploration of its artistic possibilities. This course will be pre-
sented from the standpoint of both a photographic artist and a professional photographer.

*This course is also available for fine arts credit. *Tech Prep college credit may be earned through
this class.
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ELO151 Annual 1 Year
Grades: 8-12 Credit: 1

The students in annual class will be responsible for the production of the yearbook. Creative pho-
tography, layout organization, concise writing and patience will be stressed. Students must be will-
ing to spend extra time after school.

ELO116 Communications Technology / Person al Education Plan (PEP) 1 Semester
Grades: 8 Required

This required course serves as the primary introduction to career-academic paths (S.0.A.R.) and
allows opportunities to further develop computer skills in word processing, database management,
and publications/presentation graphics. Students will explore interests, aptitudes and career aspira-
tions, initiate their academic portfolios, learn how to access college and career data, and develop a
basic understanding of the school-to-career model.

EL9521 Intro to Leadership 1 Semester
ELO311 Advanced Leadership 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

This class is designed for students who want to develop and enhance their leadership skills. Topics
to be covered include goal setting, time management, interpersonal communications, small group
dynamics, group presentations, situational leadership styles, school assemblies, conflict resolution
and relationships among groups. A significant amount of time will be devoted to project planning,
execution and evaluation.

EL0210 Library Assistant 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

Students will be trained in basic library procedures and services. Students will perform tasks such
as material processing, checking infout materials, re-shelving materials, assisting students and staff,
as well as other essential duties as needed. As part of the library staff, students will be trained to
work in a service-oriented environment.

EL0155 Stagecraft 1 Semester
Grades: 9-12 Credit: .5

This semester course is designed for students who want to learn the technical aspects of play pro-
duction. Students will study set design and construction, effects, props, costume design, makeup
and backstage requirements for producing a show. Students will work on sets, lights and costumes
for school productions.

EL6200 Unified Arts 9 week segments
Grades: 7
Fee: $5.00

Unified Arts is a course taught in nine week segments. Students will have the opportunity to explore
various fine art topics, technology, and educational planning topics. In seventh grade, students be-
gin developing their High School and Beyond Plan. The Junior High and Beyond course introduces
them to all high school graduation requirements, including the Culminating Project, Certificate of
Academic Achievement (WASL), and course requirements. This course will help students under-
stand essential skills for high school, as well as the entry level skills required for college, the work
force, military and technical colleges. Parents and guardians will partner with their student during
this course, which utilizes materials published by The College Board.
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COURSES OFFERED AT OTHER SCHOOLS

Klahowya students may register in other courses offered at other Central Kitsap schools. These
courses are offered based upon enrollment and teacher availability. Students should choose their
courses carefully and sign up for an alternate course at Klahowya. Students enrolled in the Central
Kitsap School District who are enrolled in courses at multiple sites or who are attending a school
outside their attendance boundaries, may make use of district transportation services on a space
available basis. However, no specific routes will be developed or altered in order to provide trans-
portation for those students.

STUDENTS WILL BE REQUIRED TO PROVIDE THEIR OWN TRAN SPORTATION AND ASSURE
SCHEDULE COORDINATION BETWEEN SCHOOLS. STUDENTS SHOULD CONTACT THEIR
COUNSELOR AT KLAHOWYA PRIOR TO REGISTERING FOR CLAS SES ON OTHER CAM-
PUSES.

Prior to the opening of school, students will be informed of the status of their sign-up at another loca-
tions. Itis not known at this time what periods during the day courses will be offered at the alternate
sites. Please see Central Kitsap High School and Olympic High School's course catalogs to get a
complete listing of courses offered at these schools.

Students can graduate from high school and be ready to go to work in jobs paying more than a mini-
mum wage and/or advanced placement at a community college. Students should contact their ca-
reer counselor for more information or enroliment.

The West Sound Technical Skills Center, commonly referred to as The Skills Center, provides job
skills training to high school students with junior or senior status. Classes are three periods in length
and feature hands-on training. Students select either AM Session from 8:00 AM to 10:30 AM or the
PM Session from 11:10 AM to 1:40 PM. (Some courses are offered 3rd Session; from 3:00 PM to
5:45 PM, Monday through Thursday, no bus transportation provided.) The remaining periods are to
complete your high school graduation requirements at your sending school. Bus transportation is
provided for the PM session only. Use your skills and High school diploma to be ready for employ-
ment and or higher education.
